Mechanics’ Lien Act Certificate of Proceedings

The Mechanics’ Lien Act says that unregistered and registered liens “cease to
exist” unless, “proceedings are commenced” in the Nunavut Court of Justice to
realize on the lien and a “certificate of proceedings” is registered at the Land
Titles Office within 45 days of the last day wages are paid or materials are
supplied, or of the day the contract is completed, terminated, or abandoned.*

Neither the Act nor its Regulations provide a form of certificate of proceedings to
register with the Land Titles Office. 2

The attached Form 46A may be used as a Certificate of Proceedings for this
purpose under subsections 23(b) and 24(1)(d) of the Mechanics’ Lien Act.*
